Chartered on October 19, 1936 as the Bigelow-Sanford Maintenance FCU, its field of membership was the maintenance and service employees of the Bigelow-Sanford Carpet Company and their families.  Out of this charter, then came six other department credit unions within the mill.  In 1946, all seven departments credit unions merged to become the Bigelow Sanford Federal Credit Union.  In 1971, the carpet mills moved south and the credit union moved to Pearl Street in Thompsonville and was renamed the Enfield Community Federal Credit Union.  Its’ field of membership was also expanded to encompass a two mile radius from the High Street Post Office.  In 1980, the field of membership was again expanded to include anyone who lives, works, or worships in the town of Enfield, their immediate families, employees of the credit union and organizations of such persons.
